3. Product Description

Vintage™III is a hot dipped galvanize-base sheet steel product which has been specially treated to provide an aged-metallic finish.  Atop the special surface finish is a Flouropolymer clear resin coating which is 0.7 – 0.8 mils (18μ - 20μ) in thickness.

BASIC USE

Vintage™III is intended to be used for architectural applications in commercial and residential buildings.  Typical applications would include:


· Through-fastened roofing

· Standing-seam roofing

· Through fastened wall systems

· Rainwater goods

Vintage™III can be roll formed without addition of any lubricant and resists staining associated with finger and foot prints.

MATERIALS & FINISHES

Vintage™III has as its base any of the ASTM A653 hot dipped galvanize (HDG) G90 steel sheet grades.  A proprietary coil coated finish is applied to the HDG sheet and atop that finish is applied a 18μ – 20μ clear Flouropolymer resin coating.

STANDARD SIZES

Vintage™III is available in sheet thicknesses ranging from 0.0145” to 0.0350” (0.4mm to 0.9mm) and in flat sheet widths ranging from 26” to 52” (660mm – 1321mm).  A minimum lot is 40,000 lb (18,157 kg) and a maximum lot quantity is 200,000 lb (90,785 kg).

COLORS

Vintage™III is provided with an aged metallic surface finish.

FINISH

Vintage™III is available only with a gloss rating of 35 maximum at a 60° viewing angle.

Textures available – Smooth; stucco embossed

5.   Installation

METHODS

Fabricate and install Vintage™III according to AISI Roll Forming Guide.  Vintage™III can be cut, formed, nailed, screwed or riveted using conventional hand or power tools.  The Vintage™III resin must be removed by abrasion prior to any soldering.  Vintage™III can be spot welded.  Cut edges should be sharp, and where possible the burr should be oriented downward.  Any swarf from cutting tools must be removed from the panel surface.


A strippable vinyl film may be applied to the panel surface during forming and remain on the panel until installation at which time it should be removed.


Though Vintage™III has a cosmetic warranty, care must be taken during fabrication and handling to prevent surface scratching and damage.  Standard practices for material storage at the jobsite must also be followed to ensure no detrimental effects on product surface quality and appearance.

6. Availability & Cost

AVAILABILITY

Vintage™III is available in either coil form or as cut-to-length sheet.  Lead times for Vintage™III are similar to other coil coated products.  Specific delivery dates will be quoted upon inquiry.

COST

Vintage™III is typically priced at a 20% - 25% premium over other PVDF coil coated products.  Specific pricing is available upon inquiry.

7. Warranty

Vintage™III is warranted, for a period of 20-years after installation, to not excessively chip, crack, check or peel and to chalk no greater than a rating of eight (8). 

8. Maintenance

Clean water rinsing of the panels is recommended if cleaning is desired.  Mild soap and water followed by immediate clean water rinsing can also be used.
